Dispensing Sika® Stabilizer-4 R is mixed with the gauging water or added at the same
time into the concrete mixer. It may also be added to the concrete in the
transit mixer at the point of discharge. In this case, an additional mixing
time of at least 1 minute per m3 concrete must be observed. Before dis-
charging it, check the concrete visually for uniform consistency.

The quantity of Sika® Stabilizer-4 R in the mix design should be taken into
consideration when determining the quantity of water for a specific w/c-ra-
tio.

Restrictions When using Sika® Stabilizer-4 R a suitable mix design has to be produced
and the local material sources shall always be trialled.
Overdosing may result in retardation. For optimum dosage trials are re-
commended.
Sika® Stabilizer-4 R shall not be added to dry cement.
