Method of Application 
Surface preparation 
Usually it is necessary to prepare 
the substrates for bonding to 
ensure optimal adhesion and 
strength. After the cleaning pro-
cess, a physical or chemical pre-
treatment may be required, based 
on the surface and type of mate-
rial. Type of pre-treatment must be 
determined by tests. 
Advice on specific applications is 
available from the Technical Ser-
vice Department of Sika Industry. 

Application 
Coat weights between 150 and 
350 g/m² are recommended de-
pending on the substrates to be 
bonded. The specific coat weight 
for a given substrate combination 
is to be determined by tests. 
The procedure for manual ap-
plication is as follows: Stir the base 
part thoroughly before use, add the 
hardener in the given ratio and stir 
constantly until a homogeneous 
mixture is obtained. Apply with 
trowel before reaching half of the 
pot-life and join parts together 
within the open time.

Pressing 
An adequate bonding pressure to 
obtain good contact between the 
substrates is necessary. The spe-
cific pressure is, however, depen-
dent on the core material and must 
be determined by tests. The pres-
sure must always be below the 
maximum compressive strength of 
the core. The bonded parts should 
not be moved during the pressing 
stage. 

Removal 
Uncured SikaForce®-7718 L30 
may be removed from tools and 
equipment with SikaForce®-7260 
Cleaner. Once cured, the material 
can only be removed mechanically. 
Hands and exposed skin should be 
washed immediately using Sika® 
Handclean Towel or a suitable in-
dustrial hand cleaner and water. 
Do not use solvents! 

Storage Conditions 
SikaForce®-7718 L30 has to be 
kept between 10°C and 30°C in a 
dry place. Do not expose it to di-
rect sunlight or frost. After opening 
of the packaging, the contents 
should be protected against humid-
ity. 
Minimum temperature during trans-
portation is 0°C for maximum 6 
hours.
